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CENTURY: HISTORIOGRAPHY

Abstract. Introduction. History of development of the administration system in dioceses of the Rus-
sian Orthodox Church in Ukraine in the second half of the 19" century remains one of the perspective
and unfinished areas of research. Today it is important to find the elements of church order, which would
show, firstly, that deformed church body contained living Ukrainian traditions of conciliarity, and sec-
ondly, undiscovered potential of participation of clergy and laity in social and national processes.

Purpose. Reproduction of main features of integral historiography of the diocesan administration
system of the Russian Orthodox Church in Ukraine in the second half of the 19" century.

Results. The analysis found that researchers in their studios followed high church or Ukrainian
national concepts. The first concept was based on the monopoly of the Russian Orthodox Church in the
confessional space of Ukraine. The second one confirmed unnatural takeover of Ukrainian church by
the Russian one, and defended prospects of institutional restoration of the Ukrainian Orthodox Church.

Consolidated conclusions of researches on trends of the diocesan administration of the Russian
Orthodox Church in Ukraine in the second half of the 19" century: growing dependence of the church
on the state; strengthening of centralization of the diocesan administration system; establishing latent
ways to preserve Ukrainian high church traditions for individual parishes.

Conclusion. According to the historiography of the problem, the second half of the 19" century was
the period of undivided rule of the Russian Orthodox Church in Ukraine. Evolution of the administra-
tive control of the Russian Orthodox Church in Ukraine underwent three stages of scientific under-
standing. Pre-Soviet time researchers summarized powerful layer of sources on peculiarities of realiza-
tion of administrative functions by diocesan bishops and church charity. Soviet historiography of the
problem was characterized by focused harping on the facts, in particular in terms of fusion of church
and state apparatus, clericalization of church life and enhance of parasitic nature of the church. Mod-
ern, mainly national historiography, came to the initial level of analysis of specific diocesan adminis-
tration of the Orthodox Church in Ukraine. As it turned out, the main idea was in more strict centraliza-
tion of the church administration system, particularly due to the urgency of the national problem in
Ukraine, its proximity to the Western Roman Catholic and Protestant world.

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PAVLO SKOROPADSKY AND THE UKRAINIAN STATE IN REPRESENTATIONS OF

ERNEST VON WAHL

Introduction. Hundreds of different works are written about the Ukrainian State in 1918 and the
Hetman P. Skoropadsky. In connection with the celebration of the centennial of the Ukrainian revolu-
tion of 1917-1921 historians once again review the works of predecessors, trying to see there something
new and interesting. Russian Major General E. von Val - one of those who left interesting reflections on
the Ukrainian hetman state and its role in the anti-Bolshevik struggle 1918—1920. However modern
scholars about positions of this researcher say almost nothing.

Purpose. The purpose — to show and reveal the views of the Russian emigre military historian E. von
Wahl about the role and significance of the Ukrainian State of Pavlo Skoropadsky in the in the context
of fight of the White movement against the Bolsheviks during the Russian Civil War 1918—1922 p.

Results. According to E. von Wahl, announcement of hetman s course a on a federation was fatal for
his power and the Ukrainian statehood and the leaders of the White movement clearly understood it.
Great Britain led the political game directed both against independent Ukraine and white Russia. Ger-
many did not understand importance of decision of the « Ukrainian question» for Europe’s future. Ukraine,
Finland, Estonia, Latvia, Lithuania, Don and other nation states that emerged on the territory of the

former Russian Empire were the natural allies of whites in struggle against the Bolsheviks. But A.
Denikin, O. Kolchak and others did not support it.

Conclusion. In opinion of E. von Wahl, Whites had to give Ukraine independence and thus bring it
to their side in the struggle against the Bolsheviks. Exactly errors of leadership of the White movement
in 1918—1919 were the main reason for the Bolshevik’s victory of in the Civil war in Russia. The Ukrai-
nian State headed by Hetman could become a main ally who would help in capturing soviet Moscow.
