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Images of Mykhailo Hrushevsky
in the intellectual space of the Russian Empire
at the end of the 19th — beginning of the 20th centuries

Abstract. The purpose of the article is to reconstruct the process of discussing Mykhailo Hrushevsky's scholarly
work in the intellectual space of the Russian Empire at the end of the 19th and the beginning of the 20th century. The
methodological basis of the work is an interdisciplinary approach. At the same time, methods of philosophical, general-
scientific and specific-historical character are applied as well. Particular emphasis is placed on the structural and functional
system analysis of historiographical facts and the method of critical analysis of documentary material. The scientific
novelty of the study lies in an attempt to provide a panoramic reconstruction of the debates that Hrushevsky s activity as a
historian provoked within the milieu of the Russian intelligentsia at the turn of the 19th and 20th centuries. Conclusions.
Summarizing our observations on the Russian reception of M. Hrushevskys creative legacy during the late 19th and early
of the 20th centuries we can confidently assert that it became a kind of mirror that clearly reflected the attitude toward all
Ukrainians on the part of representatives of many branches of Russian scientific and socio-political thought. The rapid
evolution of the theoretical foundations of the Ukrainian movement at the end of the 19th and in the early of the 20th
centuries, the diversification of cultural and scientific forms of national life, and the complication of its socio-political
field required adequate reflection on the part of Russian intellectuals. As a result, several interpretative approaches were
created, ranging from quite successful attempts at academic analysis of M. Hrushevsky s historiographical legacy (N. Ryshkov,
K. Radchenko, V. Storozhev, V. Cherepin, N. Chechulin) to outright profanation of the entire spectrum of his activities by
supporters of the right-wing monarchist ideology (T. Florinsky, M. Pavlov, I. Sikorsky, S. Shchogolev). It should be noted
that manifestations of these approaches can also be traced in contemporary Russian Ukrainian studies, in which M.
Hrushevsky continues to be a symbol of Ukrainian identity of his era.

Problem statement. Outside the Ukrainian intellectual community, it was our Russian neighbors
who paid the most attention to M. Hrushevsky’s scientific, organizational, and socio-political activities.
That is clear, since Ukraine has always been within the sphere of their «vital» interests, so any attempt at
political and intellectual separation of Ukrainians provoked resistance from their northern neighbor. The
intellectual rivalry between Russians and Ukrainians became particularly acute in the second half of the
19th and early 20th centuries, for two reasons. First, at that time, Ukrainians were formally guaranteed
democratic freedoms within Austria-Hungary, which allowed them to create national intellectual products
relatively freely and spread them to the Russian-controlled territories. Second, it was at this time that
Ukrainian historiography, largely influenced by Russian academic tradition, underwent turbulent processes
of institutionalization and professionalization, associated with subject-oriented discussions and the
differentiation of scientific and organizational structures. It is clear that the historiographical concepts of
the most prominent representative of Ukrainian humanities, Mykhailo Hrushevsky, were at the center of
Russian reflection on the achievements of Ukrainian cultural life at that time. The historian was unanimously
perceived as a kind of symbol of the contemporary Ukrainian cultural movement [1-2]. In view of this, it
is important to trace the process of discussing the scholarly activity of the author of History of Ukraine-
Rus’ within the intellectual space of the Russian Empire at the turn of the 19th and 20th centuries.

Analysis of recent publications. Analysis of recent publications. Reception-related issues are
quite popular in modern Hrushevsky studies. The Drohobych historiographer Vitalii Telvak has worked
most intensively in this field, focusing in a number of monographs [3—4] and articles [5—18] on the
discussions generated by the intellectual legacy of the author of History of Ukraine-Rus’. Considerable
attention to the discussion of Mykhailo Hrushevsky’s scholarly as well as socio-political activity in the
territories under Russian rule was paid by the Kyiv researcher Svitlana Pankova [19]. The most relevant
recent appeal to the lifetime reception of Hrushevskyi’s historiographical legacy belongs to the Mariupol
historian Nataliia Romantsova [20]. However, the aforementioned and other researchers did not set
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themselves the task of a special comprehensive study of the problem of the formation of historiographical
images of Mykhailo Hrushevskyi within the Russian imperial space during the late 19th and early 20th
centuries. This determines the relevance of our research topic.

The purpose of the article is to reconstruct the process of discussing Mykhailo Hrushevsky’s scholarly
work in the intellectual space of the Russian Empire at the end of the 19th and the beginning of the 20th
century.

Presenting main material. After moving to Lviv, M. Hrushevsky’s scientific activity reached its
peak, and the Lviv, and later Lviv-Kyiv period of the scholar’s life and work is rightly considered the most
fruitful. Along with his creative and scientific-organizational activities, the historian also devoted a lot of
attention and time to public and political work during this period. The latter circumstance led to the
emergence of new dimensions in the assessment of his scientific work: along with the historiographical
context itself, the political and ideological context became increasingly noticeable.

This tendency to ideologize M. Hrushevsky’s work manifested itself in the early years of his stay in
Galicia, when the scholar began to actively develop the institutional framework of Ukrainian science.
Some Russian observers of Ukrainian intellectual life perceived this activity as a threat to the integrity of
the «Russian tribe» Thus, when characterizing the Lviv «Notes of the Shevchenko Scientific Society»,
which the head of the Society quickly turned into a leading Ukrainian studies forum, the focus was often
not on the professional level of the published articles, but rather the political and ideological component of
the national and cultural activities that were carried out under the leadership of M. Hrushevsky in Galicia.
In this context, emphasis was placed on the unsuitability of the Ukrainian language for scientific publications
and the harmfulness to the integrity of the Russian Empire of the work carried out by Ukrainians in
Austria-Hungary [21].

Professor of St. Vladimir University and Kyiv censor Tymofii Florinsky was particularly active in
shaping the negative image of the scientific and research activities of Galician Ukrainians. He gained
fame as an uncompromising fighter against any manifestations of Ukrainian cultural life. In his opinion,
the arrival of the young scholar in Eastern Galicia «was a significant event in the history of the development
of Little Russian literary separatism... He [M. Hrushevsky] became a truly energetic leader of the Ukrainian
movement in Galicia and greatly expanded the scope of the Shevchenko Scientific Society’s activitiesy.
While acknowledging the energy and organizational talent of the newly elected head of the Shevchenko
Scientific Society [22, p. 1], T. Florinsky pointed out the insignificance of his diverse activities, but at the
same time, contradicting himself, he exaggerated their danger to the traditional ideological foundations of
Russian autocracy. In his reviews of Slavic studies literature, the Kyiv scholar assigned the Ukrainian
language (in the author’s terminology, «the little Russian dialect») the role of an instrument of popular
literature, denying it the right to serve the higher spheres of culture and science [23].

T. Florinsky often moved from theoretical postulates to the practical implementation of his beliefs.
For example, during the preparation of the Kyiv Archaeological Congress, he insisted on prohibiting Lviv
scholars from delivering their reports in their native language, even though agreement had been reached
with the leadership of the St. Petersburg Academy of Sciences. This position of the congress organizers
caused a real scandal in scientific and democratic circles in Russia and Western Europe and became a
convenient excuse to discuss the difficult situation of the Ukrainian language and culture in the Russian Empire.
An additional impetus for such a discussion was the publication in volumes XXXI and XXXII of the
«Notes of the Shevchenko Scientific Society» of abstracts by Galician scientists, which were planned to be
presented at the XI Archaeological Congress in Kyiv. A bibliographic review in «Kyiv Epic Stories» emphasized:
«lt is no exaggeration to say that the congress lost a great deal because it was deprived of the opportunity
to familiarize itself with the quite substantial scientific works of Galician scholars» [24, p. 35].

The critical tone of M. Hrushevsky’s works on the part of representatives of the Russian right-wing
monarchist intelligentsia grew in line with the Ukrainian scholar’s intensified efforts to popularize his
views in Russian intellectual circles. A striking example of this is the reaction of its representatives to the
appearance in an academic collection of the well-known article «The Usual Scheme of ‘Russian’ History
and the Question of the Rational Structure of the History of the Eastern Slavs». Controversially received
in academic circles of Russian scholars, it caused outrage in nationalist circles.

This position was most clearly presented by T. Florinsky in his review of Slavic literature. He
emphasized the fallacy and harmfulness of allowing the Ukrainian language into academic publications
and condemned the very fact of «patronage» of the Ukrainian cultural movement by some Russian scholars
[25]. The Kyiv professor also focused on the conceptual foundations of the article, denying their scientific
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validity. As a result, the author called on Russian historians to «give proper assessment to Hrushevsky’s
work». It should be noted that the theses expressed in T. Florinsky’s review were later widely circulated
by supporters of the pro-monarchist ideology [26, p. 139—140]. Adherents of the latter also saw a powerful
ideological subtext in the publication, considering the scientific positions expressed in it to be the basis for
the development of «separatist tendencies» among the Ukrainian intelligentsia of the country. Among
them were those who, from the standpoint of the postulates of the «conspiracy theory», tried to prove the
harmfulness and destructiveness of a separate interpretation of the historical destinies of two neighboring
peoples, appealing to the classic Slavophile thesis about the «external threat» to the Slavs [27].

Despite intellectual resistance from some members of the Russian intelligentsia, M. Hrushevsky
became increasingly active in the reading community of the Russian Empire, which was made possible
first by Prince Petro Svyatopolk-Mirsky’s «government spring» and later by the lifting of the ban on the
Ukrainian language. The first monographic work with which the Ukrainian scholar entered the Russian
reading market was «An Outline of the History of the Ukrainian People». Its appearance effectively
introduced broad circles of Russian society to the national model of Ukraine’s past and prompted a
comprehensive discussion of M. Hrushevsky’s scientific ideas in professional circles throughout the empire.

The interest toward the book proved so significant that most Russian historical journals reviewed its
first edition. Some of these reviews were ordinary overviews of the new book’s content and aimed to
familiarize readers with its main ideas. Most reviewers recognized the importance of the book in scientific
terms (a comprehensive presentation of Ukraine’s past), socio-political terms (satisfying the growing
interest of Russian intellectuals in the young Ukrainian movement and the culture and history of Ukrainians),
and educational (the opportunity for Ukrainians in the empire to obtain balanced and scientifically sound
knowledge about their past). Despite the popular nature of the publication, reviewers praised its scientific
value as an independent work, written from a clear theoretical and methodological standpoint, taking into
account a wide range of sources and literature [28, p. 232].

Despite the obvious ideological bias of most of the statements made in the book, reviewers noted the
calm academic tone of the narrative and the objectivity in covering controversial scientific issues, which
was particularly important in the sections devoted to the situation of Ukrainians in modern times. At the
same time, numerous controversial comments were made. It is clear that most of these comments concerned
issues that M. Hrushevsky presented in a spirit different from that of Russian historiographical tradition.
Several provisions were criticized most as insufficiently substantiated: the continuity of the state tradition
from Kyivan Rus to the Galicia-Volyn principality; the Ants as the direct ancestors of Ukrainians; the
significance of the Ukrainian contribution to the treasury of East Slavic culture, etc. [29]. Despite these
conceptual remarks, the debate also revolved around specific scientific issues, such as the interpretation
of the class division of Old Russian society, the order of succession to the princely throne, and the
understanding of the importance of the economic component in the social evolution of that time [30].

Overall, despite a number of critical remarks, the general assessment of the work was very favorable.
One of the most consistent critics of the conceptual provisions of M. Hrushevsky’s book, M. Chechulin,
noted: «In general, Prof. Hrushevsky’s book is very interesting; it reveals the author to be a scholar with
considerable knowledge, capable of covering broad issues, and, we might even say, horizons» [29,
p. 393]. O. Yatsymirsky expressed his regret that «such a great talent» had not yet taken up a chair at a
Russian university [29, p. 394].

The importance of the publication of «Essay» also lay in the creation of a precedent. For the first
time after the government’s prohibitive actions against the Ukrainian language, it was permitted to publish
an alternative to the historical ideology prevailing in the state to a wide readership [31]. M. Hrushevsky
himself spoke quite figuratively about this in his 1904 report as head of the Shevchenko Scientific Society.
According to him, the appearance of the «Essay» ‘immunized’ Russian censorship and made it possible
for his works to further penetrate the Russian reading market, primarily his great «History» [32].

Along with academic reviews, «Essay» also received numerous responses from representatives of
Russian intellectual life, concerned about the activation of the Ukrainian public and cultural movement in
the Russian Empire and dissatisfied with the concessions made by the tsarist government in the sphere of
its Ukrainian policy. Such reviewers perceived M. Hrushevsky’s book as a real challenge to the state
system and the integrity of the «Russian people». In their reviews, they focused on the Lviv professor’s
early historical reconstruction, vigorously polemicizing with his theses about the ethnic identity of
Ukrainians, deriving their genesis from the Ant tribes, the vision of ancient Russian culture as specifically
Ukrainian, etc. Instead of concrete arguments in favor of their views, such reviewers usually used emotional
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attacks, often filled with epithets offensive to Ukrainians. For example, one of these critics of «Essay» —
M. Pavlov — on the pages of the Kharkiv magazine «Peaceful labor» (edited by the head of the local
department of «Russian Assembly» Professor O. Vyazgin), having considered the early historical model
of the Ukrainian scientist, categorically stated that «the entire set of learned phrases and scientific words
of Mr. Hrushevsky turns out to be nonsense», and expressed the belief that the latter’s work «will not be
distributed among conscious Russian readers simply because of the absurdity of the content» [33, p. 18].
It is noteworthy that this review, like the rest of the biased critical reviews that appeared on the work of the
Lviv professor in Russian periodicals, was quite promptly reprinted by the Lviv «Halychanyn» [34]. In
the preface to the second edition of «Essay», M. Hrushevsky called these critical reviews of his work
«voices from the raviney.

M. Hrushevsky’s «Essay on the History of the Ukrainian People» attracted the attention of a wide
range of Russian specialists to his work, and the deepening liberalization of political life in the empire
after the events of 1905 made it possible to further discuss the historical works of the Lviv professor,
including his Ukrainian-language works. Despite the favorable opinion of the vast majority of Russian
scholars regarding M. Hrushevsky’s historical works, a chauvinistic segment of Russian intellectuals
continued to attempt to discredit the social, political, cultural, and scientific work of the Lviv professor. In
this regard, we can note a peculiar trend: the more intensively M. Hrushevsky reoriented his activities
toward pro-Russian Ukraine and the more he became integrated into the Russian intellectual space, the
more actively his opponents from the right-wing conservative camp acted, exercising their wit in numerous
works criticizing the historical and theoretical foundations of the Ukrainian movement and finding ever
new counterarguments. They traditionally emphasized the destructive influence of M. Hrushevsky’s
historical works on the integrity of the perception of the «usual scheme» of Russian history, which, in
their far-sighted opinion, would have negative socio-political consequences for the empire. Such an
‘exposing’ work was especially actively carried out by Kyiv right-wing conservative circles led by the
aforementioned T. Florynsky and the newspaper «Kyivan» [35— 37].

Despite the activity of Kyiv nationalists in creating a negative image of the scientific and cultural
activities of Galician Ukrainians under the leadership of M. Hrushevsky, we note that the scientist
increasingly successfully integrated into the Russian intellectual space, he was invited to collaborate in
leading Russian magazines, and the scientist’s creative ideas were reflected in the works of Russian
historians. We also note that on the pages of liberal periodicals in the Russian Empire, the attacks of
representatives of the right-monarchist camp were sharply criticized [38]. For example, the columnist of
«Ethnographic Reviewy, characterizing the most eloquent theses of the mentioned works of T. Florinsky,
stated that they are an illustration of how «people of science are sometimes very evil and harmful to the
people’s cause and to science itself as publicists» [39, p. 154]. We note that T. Florinsky’s anti-Ukrainianism
was critically perceived far beyond the borders of the Russian Empire. Reviewers of the works of the
Kyiv professor were surprised by his lack of restraint in discussing Ukrainian issues, emphasizing the
political motivation of all research work [40].

Without losing hope of overcoming imperial restrictions on Ukrainian authors, M. Hrushevsky used
each subsequent «thaw» in the national policy of the tsarist state to popularize Ukrainian claims. With
this aim in mind, in order to familiarize a wider circle of interested readers who do not have sufficient
knowledge of the Ukrainian language with his ideas, M. Hrushevsky offered a Russian translation of the
first volume of his «History of Ukraine-Rus» to the audience. With this aim, he once again revised its
content taking into account new scientific achievements. Russian scientific periodicals met M. Hrushevsky’s
work with interest and rather critically [41, p. 1-2], as evidenced by numerous reviews in leading historical
journals. They gradually formulated key discussion problems that on the eve of the First World War
became traditional for the Ukrainian-Russian historiographical dialogue. For example, P. Mykhaylov
accused M. Hrushevsky of being biased in depicting the genesis of the Ukrainian people and statehood, of
trying to «connect the fate of Rus’ and Ukraine into a single whole, to untangle them from a single
historical tangle». He also polemicized with M. Hrushevsky’s views on the nature of the migration of the
Slavs from west to east, defending the correctness of the theoretical foundations of the «usual scheme» of
Russian history. Despite the noted discussion points and criticism of many of M. Hrushevsky’s conceptual
theses, the reviewer emphasized the important creative influence of the work on the further discussion of
ancient Russian issues [42].

P. Mikhailov’s critical remarks were echoed by O. Kiesewetter’s review. The reviewer spoke favorably
of the work itself, calling it «significant and extremely valuable», made «with the firm hand of a true
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master». Like other Russian reviewers, he also noted the Ukrainian scientist’s excessive categoricalness
in his statements «about the borders of the Slavic ancestral homeland, about the southern origin of the
name «Rus», about the Little Russianness of the ancient Slavic population of the Dnieper». However, he
noted that the problems of ethnogenesis and state formation in the era of the Eastern European Middle
Ages are «eternal» in science and are unlikely to ever be solved unambiguously given the modest capabilities
of available sources. Therefore, M. Hrushevsky’s hypotheses have full citizenship rights, especially since
they stimulate the revival of discussions among specialists and change the perspective of the problem
itself. The reviewer, like other reviewers of the first volume, highly praised the professional culture of M.
Hrushevsky, the completeness of the sources he collected and the historiographical literature he worked
on [43, p. 46-47].

Representatives of the right-wing monarchist camp reacted quite sharply to the appearance of M.
Hrushevsky’s «Kiev Rusy, rightly seeing in the book a threat to the theory of «unity of the Russian
people» they professed. A separate meeting of the Kyiv «Club of Russian Nationalists» was devoted to the
criticism of the theses set out in the work, at which a doctor by profession, Professor 1. Sikorsky, read a
report «Russians and Ukrainians (Chapter from the Ethnological Catechism)». As the title of the report
suggests, I. Sikorsky focused on criticizing the ethnological theory of M. Hrushevsky, denying the concept
of the independence of the Ukrainian people as a separate ethnic group, which differs from neighboring
ethnic groups in many anthropological parameters, substantiated in the book. Having presented a number
of his arguments, obtained on the basis of a comparison of anthropometric data of the population of North
Russian and Ukrainian provinces, the author came to the conclusion that «Ukraine» and «Ukrainians» are
rather geographical and political terms, but not anthropological or ethnic. It is obvious that part of the
territory of southeastern Europe was assigned by P. Hrushevsky under «Ukraine» without proper grounds,
and its population was included in the «Ukrainians», but these Ukrainians anthropologically do not differ
in any way from the Russian population [44, p. 12—13]. Further, I. Sikorskyi substantiates in details his
own theory of ethnogenesis in the Eastern European space, proving that any statements about the existence
of a separate Ukrainian people and its language are inappropriate. I. Sikorskyi also presented his arguments
about the absence of a Ukrainian nation in a separate brochure «What is a Nation», published during the
First World War.

Despite his active scientific, research, and organizational work, M. Hrushevsky continued to keep
his finger on the pulse of popularizing Ukrainian history and culture among a wide range of readers. In
1906, the second edition of the popular science book «An Outline of the History of the Ukrainian Peoplex»
was published. The most detailed review of the second edition of «Essay» on the pages of «European
Herald» was given by Vasyl Storozhev. Unlike the review of the first edition of the work, which discussed
purely professional issues, in the review of the new version of the book he focused on the worldview
points that M. Hrushevsky laid down as the basis for the reconstruction of the past of the Ukrainian lands.
Explaining this approach, the reviewer pointed out the peculiarity of the activity of the Lviv professor:
«Being a serious scientist, the author brings a lot of feelings to his work and in Galicia is not only a
representative of science, but also a sensitive public figure, a party man... The author undoubtedly views
his work as a kind of national-cultural mission, reliably based on strictly scientific materials» [45,
p- 109]. Such a symbiosis of a talented scientist and an active public figure in one person, the columnist
noted, brought M. Hrushevsky considerable authority in wide circles of Ukrainian society on both sides of
the Zbruch, which also stimulates attention to his worldview ideas. At the same time, such a combination,
V. Storozhev assures, does not at all harm the scientific objectivity of the Ukrainian scientist, «who, due
to his national passion, never falls into unpleasant pathos or narrow particularismy». Considering «Essay»
to be a concise account of the historical evolution of the Ukrainian people over many eras, V. Storozhev
acknowledges the validity of the main points of the author’s conceptual framework. Thus, he fully shares
M. Hrushevsky’s view of the Old Russian era as an organic component of Ukraine’s past. The reviewer
also finds convincing the Ukrainian scholar’s thesis about the connection between the Old Russian and
Lithuanian-Polish periods [45, p. 110].

Then the reviewer skips the presentation of the book of subsequent historical eras and moves on to
the last parts, where M. Hrushevsky presents a detailed description of the state of Ukrainian lands in the
late 19th — early 20th centuries. At the same time, he pays special attention to the analysis of the constitutional
project of the Ukrainian scientist, the core of which was the idea of national-territorial autonomy for all
national minorities of the Russian Empire. Demonstrating the advantages and disadvantages of
M. Hrushevsky’s project, the reviewer agrees with him in recognizing the need to normalize national
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relations in the empire by abandoning its great-power traditions. As a result, V. Storozhev once again
emphasized the importance of the appearance of the «Essay», calling it a «beautiful and valuable» book.

The success of «Essay on the History of the Ukrainian People» was so great both among specialists
and among readers that the book was awarded the prestigious Count Uvarov Prize at the Academy of
Sciences. The official review of the work itself and a brief description of M. Hrushevsky’s scientific
activity was made by D. Korsakov. He, in particular, wrote that all the scientific work of the Ukrainian
scientist is a consistent development of the ideas of his teacher V. Antonovich and other Ukrainian historians
of the 19th century. The reviewer highly appreciated M. Hrushevsky’s scientific achievements, emphasized
the objective tone of his works, and praised the value of the archaeographic and scientific and organizational
activities developed in Galicia.

M. Hrushevsky set similar scientific and popularization tasks for his «Illustrated History of Ukrainey,
which he published in Russian shortly after the Ukrainian edition. Among the numerous and diverse
reviews of M. Hrushevsky’s historical works in general and his «Illustrated History of Ukraine» in particular,
a special place is occupied by the critical review of the Russian Marxist historian M. Rozhkov. Since this
is the first known analysis of M. Hrushevsky’s historical views from the standpoint of the historical
theory of Marxism, let us dwell on M. Rozhkov’s critical speech in more detail. At the very beginning of
the review, the reviewer notes that he views Hrushevsky’s work as an interesting monument of Ukrainian
«left nationalism», and the author as «blinded by nationalist enthusiasm» [46, p. 119]. It is these
circumstances, according to the critic, that caused the book’s numerous weak points. Among the latter, he
names a separate consideration of internal and external history; a false depiction of the genesis of the
Ukrainian people and the Ukrainian state tradition; an underestimation of the economic component of
historical evolution; an incorrect understanding of the economic and social laws of human progress;
national, not class explanation of a number of cultural, social and economic phenomena, etc. «Everywhere»,
the reviewer summarizes, «Mr. Hrushevsky is blinded by his cult of nationality, replacing the class
foundation with a national one». Emphasizing the «petty bourgeois» nature of M. Hrushevsky’s historical
views, the reviewer nevertheless finds strong points in his work. For him, these are the depiction of the
development of agriculture in the Ukrainian lands of the 17th century, the genesis of the Cossacks, and the
struggle of the Cossacks against Polish oppression [46, p. 121].

Characterizing M. Rozhkov’s review from the perspective of further deepening and diversifying
Hrushevsky’s reflection in historical science of the 20th century, we can speak of the formation of a
synthesis of a classic for Russian historiography and a typical for Marxism complex of discursive problems
in the discussion of M. Hrushevsky’s creative heritage, and through his person — and the key postulates of
Ukrainian national historical thought. The polemical basis of this discussion will gain further deepening
in Soviet historical science of the 20s—30s, and perfection — in the 50s—80s. M. Rozhkov’s speech with its
acute ideological and class orientation attracted the attention of observers of Ukrainian intellectual life.
Thus, in the magazine «Ukrainian Life» regarding the review of M. Rozhkov it was noted: «The reviewer
rejects some views of the Ukrainian scientist on the understanding of the events of Ukrainian history, but
the views of the reviewer himself, opposed to them, are too dogmatic and apodictic to have any convincing
power. In some cases, Mr. Rozhkov shows himself not as a historian with whom one can agree or argue,
but rather as a person of a certain party» [47]. The success of M. Hrushevsky’s popular science works
(both in Russian and Ukrainian) among a wide readership was evidenced by the lack of literature that
would provide a scientific and at the same time adapted to the level of the average reader a generalized
volume of knowledge about the Ukrainian past. Meeting the growing demand, the scientist published
several more popular science essays in separate books.

However, representatives of the pro-monarchist camp were quite wary of M. Hrushevsky’s popular
science work in the Dnieper region. Another cause for concern was the appearance on the Russian book
market of the Lviv professor’s popular work, «About Old Times in Ukraine». The publication was reviewed
in the pages of ‘The Kyivan’ by Anatolii Savenko, a well-known figure in the pro-monarchist movement
and founder of the Kyiv Club of Russian Nationalists. From the standpoint of supporters of Black Hundred
ideology, the author, instead of engaging in the expected scientific debate, trivially ridiculed his opponent’s
hypotheses as devoid of any scientific value. Traditionally for nationalists, accusing Ukrainian nationalists
led by M. Hrushevsky of betraying the interests of the Slavs, A. Savenko emotionally emphasized that the
work in question was «the most biased pamphlet I have ever read» [48; 49].

If the attitude of Russian intellectuals to the scientific heritage of M. Hrushevsky was generally
balanced, then they perceived much more sharply the socio-political journalism of the Lviv professor,
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which emphasized the priority of the struggle for the national and cultural liberation of Ukrainians,
emphasized the need to consolidate all social strata of the people in defending their rights and freedoms.
Such views could not but cause reservations on the part of Russian social democrats. For example,
summarizing M. Hrushevsky’s work «Ukrainianism in Russia, its requests and needs», one of the leaders
of Russian social democrats V. Ulyanov-Lenin paid special attention to the author’s thesis about the
danger of the transformation, under the influence of the repressive policy of the tsarist regime, of the
Ukrainian national liberation movement into a revolutionary and terrorist one. After all, in this way, not
only the people may lose their leaders, but also the national component of the struggle against the tsarism
will be eliminated, will recede into the background, giving way to the class component. Noting this thesis,
Lenin responded eloquently in the margins of his notebook — «Reaction!!» [50, p. 26].

The growing tension in European politics in the early 1910s, as well as the activation of the Ukrainian
national movement in Galicia and the Dnieper region led to an increase in the critical perception of it in
Russian nationalist circles. An example of such «Ukrainian studies» of Kyiv nationalists is the report of
the Russian historian and publicist Andriy Storozhenko, made by him at a meeting of members of the
Kyiv Club of Russian Nationalists. As befits a professional historian, the speaker first of all outlined the
broad background of the development of the Ukrainian socio-political movement over the past several
centuries, devoting the greatest attention to the figure of M. Hrushevsky. He traditionally assigned the
latter a leading role in the emergence and spread of the «Ukrainian fashion». Its most important component,
no less traditionally points out A. Storozhenko, is the creation of an artificial Ukrainian language from
numerous Latinisms and Polonisms, which the author called «Hrushevsky’s language diseasesy.

Another striking example of anti-Ukrainian works that became widespread in the Russian Empire on
the eve of the outbreak of war is the voluminous book by the Kyiv censor, a doctor by profession, Shchoholev
Serhii, Ukrainian Movement as a Modern Stage of South Russian Separatism, published in 1912. The
work took the form of a detailed report on institutions, publications, and individuals who were in any way
involved in Ukrainian cultural and socio-political life in Russia and abroad. Perhaps the most attention in
the book was devoted to the analysis of the scientific and socio-political activities of M. Hrushevsky,
whom the author called «the heresiarch of the modern Ukrainian movementy [26, p. 73]. In his criticism
of the scientific, organizational, and socio-political activities of the Lviv professor, S. Shchoholev was
not original, but only conscientiously summarized and retold the assessments widespread in Russian
nationalist literature.

The above-mentioned views of I. Sikorsky, A. Storozhenko and S. Shchoholev were extremely popular
among Russian publicists, who appealed to their works when it was necessary to conduct a polemic with
supporters of the originality of Ukrainian history and culture. On the pages of such Russian great-power
journalism, the historiographical ideas of M. Hrushevsky were openly profaned. He himself often became
the object of sharply satirical essays, where his activities were hyperbolized to the point of absurdity, and
the figure itself acquired caricatured features. The author of «History of Ukraine-Rus» was usually portrayed
as the most authoritative figure in Ukrainian life - the creator of the Ukrainian language and the modern
Ukrainian movement, the goal of which was the separation of Ukrainian territories from the Russian
Empire.

Conclusions. Summarizing our observations on the Russian reception of M. Hrushevsky’s creative
legacy during the late 19th and early of the 20th centuries we can confidently assert that it became a kind
of mirror that clearly reflected the attitude toward all Ukrainians on the part of representatives of many
branches of Russian scientific and socio-political thought. The rapid evolution of the theoretical foundations
of the Ukrainian movement at the end of the 19th and in the early of the 20th centuries, the diversification
of cultural and scientific forms of national life, and the complication of its socio-political field required
adequate reflection on the part of Russian intellectuals. As a result, several interpretative approaches
were created, ranging from quite successful attempts at academic analysis of M. Hrushevsky’s
historiographical legacy to outright profanation of the entire spectrum of his activities by supporters of
the right-wing monarchist ideology. It should be noted that manifestations of these approaches can also be
traced in contemporary Russian Ukrainian studies, in which M. Hrushevsky continues to be a symbol of
Ukrainian identity of his era.

Polish-Ukrainian relations at Lviv University
in the documents of the Central Archives of
Historical Records in Warsaw: “The Hrushevsky Case”

Abstract. The purpose of the article is to examine the heuristic potential of documents from the collections of the
Central Archives of Historical Records in order to elucidate the nature and dynamics of Mykhailo Hrushevsky s relationships
with his colleagues at Lviv University. The methodological basis of the work is an interdisciplinary approach with particular
emphasis on the structural-functional systematic analysis of historiographical facts and the comparative-historical method
based on the principles of objectivity and historicism. The scientific novelty of this study lies in its first dedicated attempt
to assess the heuristic potential of “The Case of Professor Hrushevsky in Lviv” as a source for reconstructing Polish—
Ukrainian relations at the principal institution of higher learning in the Galician region. Conclusions. As the analyzed
documents from the collections of the Central Archives of Historical Records and the university fonds preserved in the State
Archives of Lviv Region demonstrate, the fraught relations between Mykhailo Hrushevsky and his Polish colleagues were,
in many ways, a mirror of the broader interethnic dialogue in the Dniester region. While both Polish and Ukrainian
intellectuals were, at least in principle, united by an ideal of collegial cooperation and a shared understanding of the
university s lofty civilizational mission, they ultimately stumbled over their parallel visions of Galicia as a national Piedmont
— a starting point for the restoration of their respective nations’ political agency. Accordingly, both the eminent scholar and
his opponents viewed Lviv University as a forge for the national intelligentsia. Polish actors therefore sought by all means
to marginalize Ukrainian influence within the institution, tolerating their presence only insofar as it was required by state
legislation. For his part, the Ukrainian historian, pursuing a project of “catch-up” modernization for the East Galician
community, strove to expand — at any cost — the limited opportunities available for national culture within the region's
principal academic institution, opportunities that had already been curtailed by a long history of discriminatory policymaking
by local elites. The mutual exclusivity of these discourses drove the conflict from a chronic into an acute phase. Although
Polish elites largely succeeded in restricting the sphere of activity of their opponent, the traditions of cultural resistance he
fostered, along with the cadres of the national intelligentsia shaped by his historical vision, exerted a significant influence
on the course of Polish—Ukrainian relations in the interwar period.

Problem statement. Studying the Galician period of Mykhailo Hrushevsky’s life and work —
particularly his years of teaching at Lviv University — we are often led to wonder how his academic
activity was perceived by officials of the Viennese Ministry of Education. In this context, scholars have
repeatedly pointed to the need to examine the archival holdings of that institution. For a long time, however,
this task remained unfulfilled, largely due to the chronic financial constraints of Ukrainian scholarship.

As it turns out, the task is far less daunting than once assumed. A substantial body of documentation
from Lviv University dating to Hrushevsky’s tenure — materials that were originally dispatched to Vienna
— was, in the interwar period, transferred to Warsaw. There, it found a concentrated repository within the
collections of the Central Archives of Historical Records.

A close examination of this substantial — and in places still uncatalogued — collection reveals that
references to Mykhailo Hrushevsky appear throughout, as one might expect. More than that, a separate
archival file was assembled under the title “The Case of Professor Hrushevsky in Lviv.” It brings together
documents reflecting assessments of the Ukrainian historian’s work from the standpoint of the Polish
university administration and the Faculty of Philosophy.

Within this file are concentrated the grievances voiced by Polish intellectuals against their Ukrainian
colleague — grievances that mirror the broader complexity of interethnic relations within the walls of the
region’s foremost institution of higher learning, Lviv University. A careful analysis of this archival case
makes it possible to reconstruct the causes behind the growing Polish—Ukrainian tensions at the university,
while also offering a more nuanced understanding of the positions held by the opposing sides.

Analysis of recent publications. For the first systematic exploration of the holdings of the Central
Archives of Historical Records as a source for reconstructing Polish—Ukrainian relations at Lviv University,
we are indebted to the distinguished scholar Krzysztofa Michalewska, whose substantial article “The
Question of the Ukrainian University, 1848—1914 [1] broke important ground in assessing their heuristic
value. Later, the materials of the Central Archives of Historical Records were studied in depth by Jukasz
Adamski during his work on a book about Mykhailo Hrushevsky.

Among other things, Adamski pointed to the existence of a separate file containing documents produced
by the Polish leadership of the Faculty of Philosophy at Lviv University — documents that cast light on the
renowned historian’s struggle for the national rights of Ukrainian students [2, s. 26]. Given their importance
for scholars investigating interethnic relations within the university, the materials gathered in this file call
for a comprehensive analysis of their heuristic potential.

A considerable body of scholarship has by now been devoted to the Polish—Ukrainian confrontation
at Lviv University, the epicentre of which lay in Mykhailo Hrushevsky’s uncompromising stance in defending
the national rights of his students. Existing studies typically present a stark picture of steadily mounting
tensions between the Ukrainian historian and the Polish administration, and, consequently, with his
colleagues at the Faculty of Philosophy.

In this interpretive landscape, Polish scholars — most notably Urszula Jakubowska [3], Krzysztof
Stopka [4], and Jukasz Adamski [2, s. 94—112] — have tended, unsurprisingly, to place the blame on what they
describe as Hrushevsky’s “radical” demands. Ukrainian historians, for their part — above all Oleksii Sukhyi
[5], Volodymyr Kachmar [6—7], and Vitalii Telvak [8—22] — have instead foregrounded the ethical dimensions
of the Polish intellectuals’ intransigence. This divergence of perspectives underscores the need for a comprehensive
reconstruction of the problem — one that takes into account both the established interpretations and the
newly available documents from the collections of the Central Archives of Historical Records.

The purpose of the article is to examine the heuristic potential of documents from the collections of
the Central Archives of Historical Records in order to elucidate the nature and dynamics of Mykhailo
Hrushevsky’s relationships with his colleagues at Lviv University.

Presenting main material. The immediate impetus for the formation of “The Case of Professor
Hrushevsky in Lviv” can be traced to the well-known events of 11 July 1901, which unfolded within the
walls of Lviv University. To recall: at a meeting of the council of professors of the Faculty of Philosophy,
during the discussion of whether to continue the Ukrainian-language lectureship held by Mykhailo
Hrushevsky — who, in his dealings with Polish colleagues, principledly used Ukrainian — he was interrupted
by the dean, Kazimierz Twardowski, who asked him to switch to Polish. When the Ukrainian historian
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declined to comply, the chair requested another Ukrainian professor, Kyrylo Studynsky, to translate his
colleague’s remarks. Instead, however, of conveying the substance of Hrushevsky’s position, Studynsky
began to elaborate his own view of the matter. Thus deprived of the opportunity to communicate his
stance to his colleagues, Hrushevsky left the meeting hall.

It should be noted that this was neither the first nor the last clash between Mykhailo Hrushevsky and
the Polish regional and university authorities over the language question. In fact, such misunderstandings
arose already in the very first days of his stay in Lviv, during a visit to the vice-president of the Regional
School Council, the well-known Polish historian Michat Bobrzynski, who had made considerable efforts
to bring the talented student of Volodymyr Antonovych to Galicia.

At that meeting, the newly appointed professor spoke, quite naturally, in Ukrainian. When Bobrzycski
expressed the wish that he should try to use Polish, Hrushevsky replied that, in keeping with the principle
of equality, his Polish colleagues ought likewise to command Ukrainian. This response evidently took the
Polish politician by surprise, as he had expected a different kind of answer in return for his efforts. The
young professor himself later confided to his mentor and friend Oleksandr Barvinsky that the encounter
had been somewhat awkward, admitting in a letter that “my first meeting with Bobrzycski was not
particularly successful” [23, c. 63].

Thereafter, the Ukrainian historian continued to receive increasingly insistent advice from his Polish
colleagues to master Polish and to use it exclusively within the walls of Lviv University. The young
professor repeatedly alludes to this pressure in his correspondence of the period. Thus, in a letter of July
1895 to Oleksandr Barvinsky, he writes: “At a meeting of the habilitation commission, Wojciechowski
made a scene — he would not let me speak in Ruthenian and said all sorts of things. I was ready afterward
to withdraw from the commission and, if he behaved similarly at the faculty, to declare that I could not
attend under such circumstances. But that same evening, at a collegial gathering, ‘Poland’ came forward
with a kind of pacification — Balasits drank to the health of his Ruthenian colleagues in my honor and
spoke of the ‘Ruthenianization’ of the university, adding that the Poles did not begrudge it... Wojciechowski
tried to persuade me, yet continued to insist on the same point, saying that next year the rector and the
deans would make trouble for me if I did not speak Polish. Such is the situation!” [23, c. 96].

It is important to note that, in using Ukrainian in his everyday communication at Lviv University,
Mykhailo Hrushevsky did not, in fact, seek confrontation with Polish circles. On the contrary, in his first
months in Lviv he remained a supporter of the political course of the “New Era” and, for a time, was
influenced by the illusions of his Kyiv mentors regarding the supposed goodwill of Galician Poles toward
the Ukrainian cause. In this spirit, he attempted to meet his colleagues halfway and would not infrequently
switch to Polish in private communication. Thus, in one of his letters to a senior colleague, he reported: “I
try to act with the utmost caution, so as, especially at the outset, not to alienate or offend anyone. When
you are in Lviv, you will see to what extent I have succeeded in this” [23, ¢. 63]. Advice to master spoken
Polish as quickly and thoroughly as possible also came from Hrushevsky’s mentors in Kyiv. His teacher
in public and political matters, Oleksandr Konysky, emphasized to his protiigii: “You would do very well
to ‘learn’ to speak Polish; all circumstances, courtesy, and our own interests require it!” [24, c. 81].

Yet the events of the late nineteenth century — above all, the obstacles deliberately created by the
university authorities to the appointment of new candidates to Ukrainian chairs — repeatedly convinced
Mykhailo Hrushevsky that the Polish administration of Lviv University regarded the institution as an
exclusively Polish educational establishment. Within such a framework, the very presence of a Ukrainian
voice was treated as an unwelcome necessity — one to be eliminated if possible, or at the very least reduced
to a minimum [ 19]. Hrushevsky poured out his frustration at this realization in a letter to the aforementioned
leader of the Galician narodovtsi: “But when it becomes clear that the Poles have no need of any Ruthenians
— neither the compliant nor the unyielding — then there is no desire to be accommodating with them. You
can well imagine what mood and inclination toward the university this leaves me with” [23, c. 96].

Thus, the eminent historian altered his course, embarking on a protracted and emotionally taxing
struggle for a Ukrainian university in Lviv. Since this issue has already generated a substantial body of
scholarship, suffice it to note that one important component of this struggle was his principled decision to
use exclusively Ukrainian within the walls of Lviv University. Putting into practice his conviction that the
Ukrainian language had the right to serve as a full-fledged instrument of academic communication at all
levels — from teaching to administration — Mykhailo Hrushevsky conducted his official correspondence
and communicated with colleagues solely in his native tongue. At most, he resorted to transliterating
Ukrainian into the Latin alphabet; a considerable number of such letters have been preserved in the
archives of Lviv University, now held in the State Archives of Lviv Region. The historian justified this
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practice by invoking the relevant imperial rescript, which defined the university as a bilingual institution,
as well as by pointing out that his imperial appointment as professor contained no requirement to possess
proficiency in Polish.

It is hardly surprising that the university administration, consistently cultivating the Polish character
of the institution, did not reconcile itself to such conduct on the part of its professor, repeatedly reminding
him of the need to communicate in Polish. In his diary and correspondence of the time, Mykhailo Hrushevsky
frequently alludes to minor clashes arising from this issue. The emotional strain caused by such
misunderstandings is evident, for instance, in the following note: “I received a ‘remark’ from the dean
(contemptuously!), in a rather arrogant tone, for a Ruthenian note by which I excused myself from a
promotion” [25, c. 43]. Several years of such confrontation took a visible toll on the Ukrainian historian,
a fact reflected even in the pages of his Autobiography of 1906: “...My relations with the Polish university
collegium, which wished to see in me a compliant satellite of Polish domination, soon deteriorated completely
and brought no small measure of distress” [26, c. 201].

Yet it was the events of July 1901 that were destined to become a turning point in the long-smouldering
confrontation between Mykhailo Hrushevsky and the Polish-dominated leadership of Lviv University.
This otherwise routine conflict acquired broader significance largely through the mediation of the Lviv press —
both Ukrainian and Polish. The former focused on the disenfranchisement of Ukrainians and their language
within the walls of the region’s principal university, portraying Hrushevsky as a champion striving to restore
historical justice, given that from its very foundation the institution had been legally constituted as bilingual
(utrakvist). On the other side, the Ukrainian historian was depicted as a wilful violator of both written and
unwritten corporate norms, a persistent disturber of academic harmony — an image that Polish publicist
writing would continue to reinforce and deepen up to the outbreak of the First World War. Moreover, in an
effort to elicit the desired emotional response from its readers, a contributor to the newspaper Gazeta
Narodowa claimed that, as he left the meeting, Mykhailo Hrushevsky had slammed the door. This fabrication
was ultimately refuted by Ludwik Finkel, who succeeded Kazimierz Twardowski as dean [27, ¢. 2].

The media attention compelled both sides of the conflict to explain the rationale behind their conduct
to the public. The position of the Polish professors was recorded in the minutes of the Faculty Council
meeting. According to this account, Mykhailo Hrushevsky ignored Kazimierz Twardowski’s repeated
request to switch to Polish and, after Kyrylo Studynsky began translating at the dean’s suggestion, left the
session without offering any explanation [28, ¢. 26, om. 7, crip. 452, apk. 97-9738.]. Hrushevsky, for his
part, emphasized that Studynsky, instead of translating his remarks, chose to contribute his own views to
the discussion. Thus deprived of his voice, he was effectively forced to withdraw from the meeting. This
explanation largely vindicated the Ukrainian historian in the eyes of the public and cast the entire incident
in an unfavorable light for the Polish side. Indeed, it was evident that, having lived for a long time in the
multicultural environment of Lviv, the Polish professors possessed sufficient command of Ukrainian to
understand their colleague’s speech and allow him to finish. At the same time, it was no less clear that
Hrushevsky himself had by then acquired a solid command of Polish, enabling him to articulate his
position in that language if he had so wished. In this sense, both sides were defending matters of principle.

Thus, the opposing sides set about inscribing their own “truth” of the events of 11 July into the
public discourse. At the subsequent meeting of the council of professors of the Faculty of Philosophy on
16 July 1901, the customary verification of the previous minutes took place. At this session, which the
Ukrainian historian did not attend, the dean read out his request to include in the record the above-
mentioned explanation. However, his Polish colleagues concluded that this line of argument advanced by
the Ukrainian scholar “did not reflect the actual state of affairs” [28, ¢. 26, on. 13, crp. 46, apk. 3—33B.].
Accordingly, they unanimously supported the dean’s proposal to retain the previous version of the document,
in which Mykhailo Hrushevsky’s conduct was presented as unethical. It was entirely predictable that the
Ukrainian historian refused to sign such a version of the minutes, appending instead a votum separatum,
in which he once again explained his actions by the impossibility of making himself heard by his colleagues.
Moreover, in response to the rumors circulating in Lviv, in the autumn of 1901 the scholar published the
aforementioned explanation together with an open letter to the dean in the Lviv newspaper Dilo. Addressing
Kazimierz Twardowski, Hrushevsky emphasized the ethical dimension of the issue: “Not being under any
obligation to know Polish, the undersigned is at the same time convinced that the principle of equality of
the two regional languages at Lviv University... is incompatible with the exclusion of the Ruthenian
language from use in faculty meetings and in the dealings of individual professors with the university
authorities; any restriction in this respect would constitute an injustice toward professors holding Ruthenian
chairs” [29, c. 2-3].
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Evidently, it was precisely this votum separatum that prompted the Polish professors to take more
decisive action. According to the academic regulations of the time, all faculty council minutes were translated
into German and forwarded to the Ministry of Education in Vienna. This created an urgent need to neutralize
the potential implications of Mykhailo Hrushevsky’s appended explanation, which suggested that Ukrainian
professors at Lviv University were being subjected to discrimination on linguistic grounds. To this end, it
was decided to inform the Ministry of Education about Hrushevsky’s alleged repeated violations of university
regulations. The initiative for this move came from Ludwik Finkel. The minutes of the professors’ council
recorded the following: “Professor Finkel proposes that the dean’s office, when forwarding the minutes of
the meeting to the Ministry, also inform it that, contrary to the provisions of the imperial decree of
27 April 1879, Professor Hrushevsky uses the Ukrainian language at faculty meetings and in official
university documents” [28, ¢. 26, on. 13, crp. 46, apk. 4].

As a consequence of this initiative, a memorandum by Kazimierz Twardowski was produced, the
scope of which, however, extended well beyond the incident under discussion. In this document, dated
24 July 1901, the then dean sought to bring together the full range of grievances that Polish professors had
accumulated against their Ukrainian colleague over the preceding period. It should be noted that this
document remains virtually unknown to Hrushevsky scholars and has never been translated from German.
Its contents have only been briefly summarized in the monograph of the aforementioned L.ukasz Adamski.
At the same time, Twardowski’s text proves highly informative for clarifying a number of aspects of
Mykhailo Hrushevsky’s Galician-period biography. For this reason, we publish it in full in the appendix
to this article [30, zesp6t C. K. Ministerstwo Wyznan i 1 O§wiaty, sygn. 87u (Affaire prof. Hruszewski in
Lemberg), k. 383-389].

Thus, at the end of July 1901, the chancellery of Lviv University dispatched to Vienna — according
to the corresponding entry in the register of official correspondence — German-language translations of
the minutes of the meetings of the Faculty of Philosophy professors’ council of 11 and 16 July, Mykhailo
Hrushevsky’s votum separatum, and the memorandum of Kazimierz Twardowski. These documents formed
the core of the case concerning the Ukrainian professor assembled at the Viennese Ministry of Education.
Several accompanying letters were also added to the file. The most noteworthy among them was signed by
the Galician governor, Leon Pininski. This document, dated 30 October 1901, was produced in response
to a request from the Ministry of Education of 10 September 1901, which sought to obtain the opinion of
the regional authorities regarding the conflict at the local university. It is worth recalling that Pininski — a
prominent Polish political figure and scholar — was closely connected with Lviv University, having at one
time even served as its rector. It is therefore hardly surprising that, in the conflict with Hrushevsky, he
sided with his colleagues and, in his letter to the Minister of Education, pointed to the Ukrainian professor’s
violation of official regulations [30, zespot C. K. Ministerstwo Wyznan i i O$wiaty, sygn. 87u (Affaire
prof. Hruszewski in Lemberg), k. 382].

Given that Mykhailo Hrushevsky’s conflict with his Polish colleagues coincided with the close of the
academic year, the consideration of his case at the ministry did not begin until the autumn. As indicated by
the dates on the incoming and outgoing correspondence, the above-mentioned letter of the governor reached
the Ministry only on 4 November 1901. For this reason, the distrust expressed by Ukrainian parliamentarians
toward the statements of the Minister of Education, Wilhelm von Hartel, proved unfounded. Responding
to their interpellation on Hrushevsky’s case, submitted in early autumn, the minister declared — according
to a correspondent of the Lviv newspaper Dilo: “I know nothing of the matter, nor that professors or
docents at Lviv University who lecture in Ruthenian might have any complaints against the university
authorities” [27, c. 2].

On 14 November, Hrushevsky’s case was submitted for consideration to the Minister for Galician
Affairs in the government of Austria-Hungary, Leonard Piktak — another Polish scholar and politician
whose career was closely tied to Lviv University, where he had served as dean of the Faculty of Law and
twice (1881-1882 and 1888—1889) as rector. The matter was handled with notable promptness: by
17 November 1901, it had already been reviewed. Although the documents preserved in Warsaw contain
no record of Piktak’s formal resolution, the circumstances outlined above leave little doubt that its outcome
was unfavorable to Mykhailo Hrushevsky.

As indicated by the stamp of the ministerial presidium, on 19 November 1901 Hrushevsky’s case
was forwarded further up the administrative chain to the chancellery of the Prime Minister of Austria-
Hungary, Ernest von Koerber. There it remained under review until the end of March 1902. Preoccupied
with matters of greater importance, the Viennese bureaucracy appears to have shown little urgency in
addressing the case. Indeed, having received no information, the Galician governor submitted a formal
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inquiry on 20 March 1902. Following this reminder, the case was reviewed on 26 March and again on
30 April 1902, after which the decision of the ministerial presidium was forwarded to Lviv. In this instance
as well, the exact content of the resolution remains unknown. Yet, given the united stance of the university
administration, the Galician governor, and the responsible minister, its outcome was effectively
predetermined. Interestingly, as the notations in Hrushevsky’s file indicate, the case was revisited by the
minister on 23 May 1902 and by the presidium on 26 May 1902. Although the precise motives for these
renewed considerations are not documented, it is highly likely that they were prompted by further
interpellations from Ukrainian deputies in the Viennese parliament, who had become aware of decisions
unfavorable to Ukrainian interests.

The university administration of Lviv University was informed of the outcome of the final review by
the governor. In his letter to the dean of the Faculty of Philosophy, Leon Pinicski reported that the Minister
of Religion and Education had determined that Polish was to be the official language of administrative
proceedings at the university. Accordingly, the letter continued, the council of professors of the Faculty of
Philosophy had taken a correct position in response to Mykhailo Hrushevsky’s disregard for conducting
official business in Polish. The faculty administration made a point of communicating this resolution —
favorable to its own position — directly to the Ukrainian professor, and the document was subsequently
placed in his official file [28, ¢. 26, om. 5, crip. 510, apk. 69—69 3B.].

Taken as a whole, the case of Mykhailo Hrushevsky and the outcome of its across all relevant state
institutions revealed the true state of affairs concerning Ukrainian higher education in autonomous Galicia.
It became clear that, having secured control over the regional administration, Polish elites had effectively
nullified the rights of the Ukrainian language at Lviv University — an institution which, ironically, had
originally been established with the educational needs of the local population in mind, and thus, above all,
those of Ukrainians. The imperial authorities in Vienna, for their part, proved entirely willing to accept
this state of affairs. The foreordained defeat of Hrushevsky — one that had no tangible impact on either his
academic career or his chosen strategy of maintaining Ukrainian-language communication with his Polish
colleagues — was, in reality, a defeat for Ukrainian society of the time within the walls of the oldest
university on Ukrainian lands. The significance that the Polish administration attached to this conflict is
underscored by the fact that copies of the faculty council minutes of 11 and 16 July 1901 were preserved
in a separate file that brought together materials documenting the struggle against Ukrainian presence at
Lviv University [28, ¢. 26, on. 13, crip. 46, 176 apk.].

From that point on, emboldened by support at every level of the state, the Polish professors adopted
a course of aggressive Polonization at Lviv University, curtailing even the modest rights still afforded to
Ukrainians. As archival documentation makes clear, secret meetings of the Polish professoriate became ever
more frequent, and they revolved around a single issue: how to limit the Ukrainian presence within the walls of
the institution. Not infrequently, such gatherings were convened by the rectors themselves —and even in their
private residences (!) — despite the fact that, at least in appearance, they ought to have remained equally
distant from competing factions while governing the university. It is hardly surprising that Ukrainians,
and the student body in particular, did not remain indifferent to such an injurious policy on the part of the
university authorities. Thus began a prolonged and exhausting struggle, one that assumed a variety of
forms and meanings — secessions, obstructions, boycotts, public assemblies, and more. As we know, this
struggle often had tragic consequences for Ukrainian youth. It was, therefore, precisely the anti-Ukrainian
stance of the Polish professors that turned Lviv University into a field of permanent interethnic confrontation,
right up to the outbreak of the Great War. Many little-known yet important nuances of this struggle are
preserved in the documents of the Central Archives of Historical Records in Warsaw. With this article, we
seek to encourage our colleagues to undertake a careful and thorough study of its collections.

Conclusions. As the analyzed documents from the collections of the Central Archives of Historical
Records and the university fonds preserved in the State Archives of Lviv Region demonstrate, the fraught
relations between Mykhailo Hrushevsky and his Polish colleagues were, in many ways, a mirror of the
broader interethnic dialogue in the Dniester region. While both Polish and Ukrainian intellectuals were, at
least in principle, united by an ideal of collegial cooperation and a shared understanding of the university’s
lofty civilizational mission, they ultimately stumbled over their parallel visions of Galicia as a national
Piedmont — a starting point for the restoration of their respective nations’ political agency. Accordingly,
both the eminent scholar and his opponents viewed Lviv University as a forge for the national intelligentsia.
Polish actors therefore sought by all means to marginalize Ukrainian influence within the institution,
tolerating their presence only insofar as it was required by state legislation. For his part, the Ukrainian
historian, pursuing a project of “catch-up” modernization for the East Galician community, strove to
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expand — at any cost — the limited opportunities available for national culture within the region’s principal
academic institution, opportunities that had already been curtailed by a long history of discriminatory
policymaking by local elites. The mutual exclusivity of these discourses drove the conflict from a chronic
into an acute phase, manifesting itself in student boycotts, unrest, secessions, and even the youticto of
Adam Kotsko. Although Polish elites largely succeeded in restricting the sphere of activity of their principled
opponent, the traditions of cultural resistance he fostered, along with the cadres of the national intelligentsia
shaped by his historical vision, exerted a significant influence on the course of Polish—Ukrainian relations
in the interwar period.

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RECEPTION OF MYKHAILO HRUSHEVSKY’S REVIEW HERITAGE
IN MODERN UKRAINIAN HISTORIOGRAPHY

Abstract. The purpose of the study is to comprehensively reconstruct the process of understanding the critical and
bibliographic heritage of M. Hrushevsky in modern Ukrainian historiography. The research methodology involves the use
of the principles of objectivity, historicism, and systematicity, as well as general scientific and special-historical methods
typical for historiographical research. The scientific novelty of the article lies in the study of the little-known problem of
the reception of M. Hrushevsky's critical and bibliographic work in Ukrainian socio-humanitarian studies of the 1990s —
the first quarter of the 2020s. As a result, in modern Hrushevsky studies, the review heritage of the author of “History of
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Ukraine-Rus” has become the object of independent comprehensive historiographic analysis. This was facilitated by the
implementation of the project of the academic edition of the works of M. Hrushevsky in 50 volumes, where a separate series
was allocated for critical and bibliographic publications. This prompted researchers to conduct a comprehensive contextual
understanding of the phenomenon of Hrushevsky as a reviewer. As a result, a number of thorough studies by L. Zashkilnyak,
V. Telvak, I. Hyrych, V. Masliychuk, O. Yurkova, M. Kapral, A. Felonyuk, etc. appeared, which were carried out mostly
according to the chronological criterion of the scientist’s work. The suspension of the implementation of the academic
edition determines the primary prospects for further research into the critical and bibliographic heritage of M. Hrushevsky.
The first priority is to clarify the features of his review work during 1915-1934, search for unknown and unpublished texts,
reveal the motivation of the scientist’s appeal to certain works in the context of the contemporary epistolary, diaries,
memoirs, etc. All this should bring us closer to preparing a monographic study about Hrushevsky-reviewer, the need for
which has been repeatedly mentioned in the historiography of recent decades.

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DEGREE OF ARCHAEOLOGICAL RESEARCH OF THE KANIV LOCAL GROUP
OF THE CUCUTENI-TRYPILLIA CULTURAL COMPLEX BASED ON RECENT FIELDWORK

Abstract. The purpose of the article is to characterize the history of field research on the Kaniv local group of the
Cucuteni-Trypillia cultural complex since the 1990s and to analyze its current degree of archaeological research. Scientific
novelty. The article highlights the process of the source base accumulation on the Kaniv local group of the Cucuteni-
Trypillia cultural complex during surveys and excavations in the 1990s—-2000s. For the first time, the state of its field
research in the 2010s—2020s is characterized. Data on the time of discovery, number, and area of currently known sites
reliably or preliminarily attributed to the Kaniv local group are summarized. The degree of its archaeological research is
analyzed according to several parameters using a hexagonal grid and kernel density estimation, and the results are interpreted.
The representativeness of the available source base and the prospects for further research are determined. Algorithms for
creating the corresponding maps in a geographic information system are described. Conclusions. Systematic study and
fieldwork at sites of the Kaniv local group of the Cucuteni-Trypillia cultural complex began only in the 1990s. The work of
researchers from several institutions, in particular E. Ovchynnykov, made it possible to significantly expand the map of
Trypillia settlements in the region and to accumulate sufficient data for their comprehensive characterization. In contrast,
in the 2010s—2020s, the intensity of research significantly decreased, and no new excavations were conducted, although the
discovery of sites continues. Concentrations of known settlements are distinguished in the Vilshanka river basin, the Lower
Porossia region, and around Kaniv, separated by areas where Trypillia sites are almost absent. This indicates an uneven
degree of archaeological research and makes it possible to outline priority directions for future fieldwork. At the same time,
general trends in the spatial distribution of the currently available source base indicate its significant potential and
representativeness for analysis.

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HISTORIOGRAPHIC DISCOURSE AND POLITICAL ANTHROPOLOGY IN THE AGE OF AI:
THE PROBLEM OF METATHEORETICAL RECURSIVENESS

Abstract. The article examines the transformation of historiographic discourse and political anthropology in the
context of the rapid development of artificial intelligence (A1) and information platforms. The purpose of the investigation
is to consider the problem of transforming discourse from a tool for description and interpretation into an autonomous
environment and frame for manipulating mass and individual consciousness, as well as to clarify the correlation of human
and machine agency in the context of the existing convergence of ideologies and the crisis of stable political systems in the
context of modern geopolitical instability. The scientific novelty of the investigation lies in the conceptualization of
metatheoretical recursiveness as a mechanism for the mutual influence of human and algorithmic discourses in the field of
historical knowledge and the determination of political action. It is argued that modern historiographic discourse can
function as a self-referential system in which the metatheoretical level is increasingly produced and moderated by algorithmic
structures at the levels of factual description and narrative. The originality of the study lies in the problematization of the
mechanisms of recursive interaction of historiographic discourse generated by human and machine agents, which acquires
defining political and anthropological meanings. It is concluded that metatheoretical recursiveness is both a resource for
critical reflection and a risk of ontologization of manipulative frames of the media space in relation to mass consciousness
and collective imagination.

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BLADED WEAPONS IN THE MILITARY ART AND TACTICS
OF THE CRIMEAN KHANATE (15TH-17TH CENTURIES)

Abstract. The article examines the cold bladed weapons of the Crimean Khanate army, namely sabers. The peculiarities
of the tactics of the Crimean Tatars, which were dictated by the available offensive weapons, are analyzed, with an emphasis
on close combat and the use of bladed weapons. The peculiarities of the use of sabers by Crimeans on the battlefield in the
15th—17th centuries are highlighted. The purpose of the study is to comprehensively consider bladed weapons (sabers) in
the military art of the Crimeans, their use on the battlefield and the peculiarities of tactics in the 15th—17th centuries,
through the prism of contemporary sources and a mass of modern research literature. The scientific novelty lies in the fact
that for the first time in domestic historiography an attempt has been made to comprehensively study bladed weapons as the
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main weapon of the Crimeans in close combat, using the example of individual battles and to analyze the peculiarities of its
tactical use in military clashes and campaigns. The advantages of this type of weapon are described, as the weaponry
influenced the tactics and course of military clashes.Conclusions. The author proves that sabers were the main weapon of
the Crimeans in close combat, although in terms of numbers they were inferior to bows, since the Crimeans preferred
distance combat and constant maneuvering. Close combat carried great risks for the light cavalry of the Tatars, which did
not have powerful armor, therefore, mainly, the Crimeans entered into saber combat if they finished off the enemy (after
massive fire from bows), broke into his camp or attacked from ambushes. For example, the use of sabers when finishing off
the enemy in the Battle of Solhat (1434), when the army of the Genoese Republic was defeated, was illustrative. Crimean
cavalry used sabers to finish off the Nogais at the Battle of Perekop in 1548, after the nomads had suffered losses from the
fire of small arms and artillery of the Khanate. In 1659, near Konotop, having a numerical advantage, the Crimean Tatars
ambushed the detachment of Prince Semyon Pozharsky and almost completely slaughtered them. In the battles of Tsetsora
(1595) and Slobodysh (1660), the Tatars probably used a “deceptive retreat” to lure the enemy into open terrain and cut
him down with sabers. It is obvious that the Tatars resorted to close combat and used sabers taking into account the
circumstances, primarily the number of enemy troops and their condition.

GEOPOLITICAL SITUATION OF THE SOUTHERN KYIV REGION AS THE FACTOR
OF FORMING THE POLITICAL INDEPENDENCE OF THE UKRAINIAN COSSACKS

Abstract. The purpose of the article is to analyze the factors of geopolitical transformations that determined the
process of forming the political independence of the Ukrainian Cossacks at the stage before the emergence of the early
modern Ukrainian Cossack state in the middle of the 17th century. Scientific novelty. The transformation of the Ukrainian
Cossacks from an amorphous group of border industrialists into the status of a new elite of Ukrainian society of the early
modern era is a unique phenomenon in the history of not only Ukraine. However, this circumstance is often declared
without a proper explanation of the factors that led to such a radical sociological change. Therefore, we drew attention to
one of the most important such factors, which was the factor of the specificity of the geopolitical situation of the Southern
Kyiv region during the second half of the 15th — first half of the 17th centuries. In particular, its influence on the formation
of the political independence of the Ukrainian Cossacks was clarified. This was of extremely important importance for the
dynamics of ethno-social processes within the entire Ukrainian community of that time. Conclusions. The half-autonomous
status of the Southern Kyiv region both within the Grand Duchy of Lithuania and within the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth
was the basis for the development of political independence of the Ukrainian Cossacks, as well as the later extrapolation of
the “Cossack system” to these territories. These processes were of epochal importance for the formation of the early
modern Ukrainian nation and were conditioned by radical geopolitical transformations in Central and Eastern Europe
during the second half of the 15th century. The emergence of powerful civilizational challenges from the newly formed
Muslim states — the Ottoman Empire and the Crimean Khanate — forced the settled Christian population of the southern
borders of the Lithuanian-Ruthenian state, who were the inhabitants of the Southern Kyiv region, to give an adequate
response. The Ukrainian Cossacks became this group, which was the guarantor of geopolitical stability of the entire Great
Border of Ukraine. This was also facilitated by the constant growth of the political independence of the Cossacks.

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WIDOWS AND WIDOWERS IN THE SOCIETY OF THE TOWN OF GRUN,
GADYATSKY REGIMENT (BASED ON MATERIALS FROM THE PARISH
CONFESSION RECORDS OF THE CHURCHES OF GRUN IN 1778)

Abstract. The aim of the study is to conduct a comprehensive analysis of demographic, social and religious factors
that determined the position of single women (widows) and single men (widowers) in the society of the Hetmanate in the
second half of the 18th century, using the example of the hundred-strong town of Hrun in the Gadyach Regiment. The
scientific novelty of the study lies in the fact that, for the first time in domestic historical science, the population of the
hundred-strong centre of Hrun in the Gadyach Regiment of the Hetmanate became the subject of a comprehensive socio-
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demographic study through the study and analysis of the confessional records of the rural population of the Hetmanate in
the second half of the 18th century. Their informative potential as material for studying socio-demographic processes and
population behaviour was determined, and a comparison of the confessional records with other sources (metrics, registers
and population censuses) was carried out. The originality of the study lies in the deepening of scientific research on the
society of the Hetmanate and the role of widows and widowers in it. Conclusions. It has been proven that the confessional
records of the churches of Hrun are of great importance in socio-demographic and historical-demographic research, are
highly representative, and should be used as one of the main sources in such studies. The analysis and calculation of the
main indicators of widowhood in the hundred-strong town of Hrun allowed us to study the role of this micro group in the life
of society and to assert that they played a significant role in the society of the hundred-strong town. It has been proven that
parish church confessional records are the most representative source for studying the microgroup of widows and widowers
in Hrun. Audits were of a military and fiscal nature, and metric books contained information on marital and family relations.

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THE PROJECT OF ESTABLISHING A JEWISH GYMNASIUM IN SUBCARPATHIAN RUS’:
CHALLENGES AND IMPLEMENTATION

Abstract. Purpose. The aim of the article is to conduct a comprehensive analysis of the process of founding a Hebrew
language gymnasium in Mukachevo in the 1920s as a representative case of the transformation of Jewish education under
the new Czechoslovak state. The study treats the gymnasium not only as a local school but also as a field of confessional
conflict (between Orthodox and Zionist circles) over differing visions of Jewish modernization, and as an instrument for
channeling trans national philanthropic resources into the peripheral space of Subcarpathian Rus’. Scientific novelty. The
scientific novelty lies in shifting the focus from viewing the gymnasium’s creation solely as an Orthodox versus Zionist
clash to analysing the administrative legal mechanisms through which the state was able to transform this clash into a
matter of procedural legitimacy. Municipal council minutes, correspondence of the county (hupan) administration, and
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documents of the Civil Administration reveal how legal procedures deprived the Orthodox community of the ability to block
the municipal subsidy earmarked for the gymnasium's construction. Simultaneously, the institution itself was codified as a
«cultural goaly compatible with the republic’s legal order. Originality. The originality of the research consists in combining
a micro historical analysis of a local conflict with an examination of trans national philanthropic networks. Particular
emphasis is placed on the «Association of Jewish Schools of Subcarpathian Rus’y, identified as the principal institutional
and financial intermediary between the gymnasium's initiators and foreign donors from England, the United States, France,
and the Zionist centres in Moravian Ostrava. This case is linked to the programmes of the American Joint Distribution
Commiittee and ORT, both of which sought to help the Eastern European Jewish population modernise. This approach
enables us to see how global charitable structures and local actors co constituted the framework of a new Jewish education
in a small border town. Conclusions.Thus, the success and implementation of the gymnasium project were determined not
by the numerical superiority of the organising side (in this case, the Zionists) but by their ability to «speak the language of
the state» — through budgets, statutes, and financial reports. This linguistic procedural alignment allowed them to embed
their educational ambitions within the niche of a politically neutral «cultural aimy». On the one hand, the Czechoslovak
bureaucratic apparatus limited the autonomy of Jewish institutions through a regime of continuous supervision. On the
other hand, this very framework created space for actors who were willing to demonstrate procedural loyalty and the
capacity to attract external capital. The article demonstrates that the gymnasium project emerged as the result of a complex
interaction among the local community, trans national donors, and state structures, which together transformed a
controversial Zionist initiative into a stable institution within the educational landscape of Subcarpathian Rus’.

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PECULIARITIES OF OBTAINING PRIMARY EDUCATION
IN THE COSSACK VILLAGES OF BUDZHAK IN THE 19TH CENTURY

Abstract. The purpose of the article is to study the features of obtaining primary education in the Cossack villages of
Budzhak in the 19th century. The scientific novelty of the study is that for the first time a comprehensive assessment of the
opportunities for students to receive primary education in Cossack villages in the 19th century has been proposed. The
originality of the study is determined by the study of a separate important social group of the population - the Cossacks,
which were separated from other residents of the region. Conclusions. During the study, materials from the Municipal
Institution «lzmail Archive» and State Archives of Odesa region were processed, which were first introduced into scientific
circulation. The specified archival documents and published statistical materials made it possible to show the features and
general trends in obtaining primary education of school students in Cossack villages of Danube army,; to compare their
state of education with schools in neighboring settlements. It was found that only the largest villages in terms of population
had the opportunity to maintain schools. Schools were opened on the initiative of the military leadership and parish clergy.
The latter often became teachers in such schools. The appearance of Ataman 1. Gangardt in the leadership resulted in the
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opening of many new prospects for education in the county school. It was determined that the peculiarities of education
were the introduction by the military leadership of special educational subjects that were related to military affairs. The
specificity of education was that military service by parents required children to be involved in household work. In turn,
this distracted them from education. In addition, a characteristic special feature of education was the Russian language
due to government policy, imperial military service and the presence of various ethnic groups serving in the Cossack army.
An important and special aspect of education, and at the same time an incentive for knowledge, was the opportunity to
become a clerk or clerkin the Military Board of the Cossack army. The most capable students could enter military educational
institutions in the provincial centers of the empire. Despite the fact that education had an imperial military character and
regulations, education provided an opportunity to obtain initial knowledge in grammar, mathematics, and reading.

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MODERN COSSACK EDUCATION THROUGH THE PRISM OF
THE «REQUIREMENTS» OF THE NATIONAL IDEA AND HISTORIOGRAPHY

Abstract. The purpose of this article is to examine the relevance and possible ways of implementing Cossack education
in the Ukrainian educational system, taking into account the increased security challenges of contemporary historical
conditions and the requirements of historiography. Scientific novelty. Cossack education is an original Ukrainian
phenomenon formed through a long process of historical development. For many generations of Ukrainians, commonly
accepted moral norms, language, folklore, customs, and traditions served as important reference points. In today s historical
context, when national security and resistance to Russian aggression have become especially urgent, the authors argue that
the educational process requires a new and stronger conceptual foundation. It should be based on the rule of law, productive
intellectual activity, the consolidation of society around spiritual and national values, the protection of sovereignty, and
the safeguarding of the territorial integrity (sobornist) of the state. Historiography, in turn, should serve more effectively as
a scientific basis for shaping national consciousness and civic responsibility among young people. It should also promote
the critical interpretation of historical events and counteract manipulation and distortion. Conclusions. Contrary to the
widespread view that the Cossacks disappeared with the transition from the early modern to the modern era, the authors
propose an alternative perspective. Under the pressure of an external existential threat, particularly Russian aggression
aimed at the destruction of Ukrainian identity, the Cossack model of military culture and civic self-governance demonstrates
resilience and practical relevance. The civic movement operating under Cossack symbols is primarily focused on preserving
historical memory, supporting defense initiatives, and volunteering. Paradoxically, during «peaceful periodsy, its development
tends to weaken: the national idea and historiography as ideological foundations lose part of their influence. Overall, the
movement has not yet realized its full potential. Cossack education therefore requires further development, including
optimization, legitimation, scaling, and improved public image.

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RESTORATION OF THE HISTORICAL MEMORY OF THE KHOLODNY YAR
STRUGGLE (1918-1922): COMMEMORATIVE PRACTICES

Abstract. The purpose of this article, based on a preliminary historiographical analysis, is to draw the attention of
the scholarly community to the issue of the Kholodny Yar events during the period of the Ukrainian Revolution of 1917—
1921. At the same time, it seeks to encompass the historical events of the Kholodny Yar uprising of 1918—1922, its unique
source base — primarily original materials preserved in local history museums — and numerous publications that, due to the
lack of proper interest in local history, have rarely been included in broader synthetic studies. Scientific novelty. For the
first time, the article analyzes materials from regional academic forums (conferences, symposia, round tables, and seminars)
held in recent decades and dedicated to the Kholodny Yar events of the Ukrainian Revolution, taking into account their
specific features. Part of this scholarly output by historians, local researchers, and patriotically oriented publicists is
particularly valuable because it presents original artifacts from museum collections, including items that have only recently
been incorporated into these holdings. Conclusions. The need for such research is evident, as previously developed narratives
of “local” history have largely remained unknown to the wider scholarly community. In many cases, the dissemination of
published articles and conference abstracts was limited to the participants of the respective events. In this regard, the
existing marginalization of knowledge and the limited incorporation of these materials into the broader research process
continue the unfortunate tradition of ignoring and biased silencing of the Kholodny Yar events under the communist regime.
In other words, the revival of Cossack traditions on a national basis — an essential feature of Kholodny Yar during the
revolutionary period — proved to be so «ideologically inconvenienty for politicians and historians that the consequences of
this rejection are still felt today. Interestingly, even after 1991, many officials and historians still tended to view these
events through the lens of old stereotypes. At the same time, there are several important reasons for creating more thorough
and well-rounded scholarly syntheses. One of them is the necessity to counter entrenched myths and stereotypes that hinder
the objectification of historical narratives and, consequently, the formation of appropriate commemorative practices. In
the context of the ongoing hybrid war waged by Ukraines north-eastern neighbor, these tasks have acquired the significance
of national security.

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INTELLECTUALS-COOPERATORS OF THE FIRST DECADES OF THE 20TH CENTURY:
THE FORMATION OF ANEW TYPE OF INTELLIGENTSIA IN UKRAINIAN SOCIETY

Abstract. Purpose of the article. To show the consequences of the development of cooperative forms of economic
activity in Dnieper Ukraine in the first third of the 20th century for the social status and social culture of the intelligentsia.
Scientific novelty. Consists in identifying a social stratum with a specific social culture and socio-functional characteristics
determined by the development of cooperative management. Methodology. A method is proposed to clarify the role of the
cooperative movement in social progress, which the author of the article calls the empirical method. It involves the use of
empirical data on the social characteristics of the intelligentsia, reflected in historical sources, to clarify the impact of the
development of cooperation on its social culture and socio-functional characteristics. The term “social culture” is used in
the interpretation: the values, ethical norms, traditions, principles and logic of thinking inherent in a particular group of
people. The term “socio-functional characteristics” refers to the ability of a social stratum to perform certain systemically
significant tasks in society. Conclusions. In the first third of the 20th century, there was a wide range of applications for
intellectual labour in cooperative organisations. Propaganda, organisational and managerial work in the cooperative
movement was generally carried out by representatives of the intelligentsia. The intelligentsia involved in the cooperative
movement were called “cooperative intelligentsia”, “cooperative workers” and “conscious peasant intelligentsia”. Some
of them were formed within the cooperative movement from representatives of the peasantry and industrial workers by
advancing to elected leadership positions in cooperative organisations and acquiring educational and professional training
in cooperative educational institutions. The intelligentsia varied in their moral and business qualities and their level of
interest in cooperative affairs. Some joined the cooperative for purely material reasons, to receive a salary while working
in full-time positions in cooperative organisations. Intellectuals who were committed to cooperative work also worked in
cooperatives. They were well versed in the principles of cooperative management and duly performed their duties as managers
and employees of cooperatives and cooperative unions. Some cooperative workers saw cooperation as their only sphere of
activity, regarded their work as their social calling, and saw themselves as a separate social stratum. The latter was called
the “peasant intelligentsia” and others. The defining characteristics of this group of intellectual cooperators were their
ability to work among the people, their activities in the economic interests of the people, their dependence, and the level of
development of cooperation.

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ANTI-RELIGIOUS REPRESSIONS OF THE 1920s — EARLY 1930s
AS A STRATEGIC PRELUDE TO THE HOLODOMOR IN UKRAINE

Abstract. This article seeks to reinterpret the anti-religious repressions of the 1920s and early 1930s as a strategic
prelude to the Holodomor of 1932—1933 in Ukraine. The author examines the formation of a repressive and supervisory
system in the Donetsk region, arguing that the institutional destruction of the Orthodox Church was intended to eliminate
the only autonomous structure capable of organizing mass peasant resistance. Scientific Novelty. For the first time, this
study employs a conceptual framework that interprets anti-religious policy as an instrument of “social engineering” within
a broader process of genocidal preparation. Drawing on archival materials, it reconstructs the specific role of the Donetsk
region as an “ideological testing ground” where methods of coercive suppression of religious communities were developed
prior to the artificial famine and the systemic repressions of 1932—1933. Conclusions. The findings demonstrate that the
anti-religious terror of the 1920s and early 1930s in the Donetsk region was not merely ideological in nature but constituted
a strategic precursor to the Holodomor, aimed at dismantling the institutional resilience of the Church as a primary locus
of peasant solidarity. The large-scale expropriation of church valuables, the closure of churches, and the removal of church
bells (debellization) enabled the totalitarian regime to establish a monopoly over the social sphere, transforming traditional
communities into atomized populations deprived of mechanisms for collective self-defence. Thus, the systematic weakening
of religious communities became a crucial element of social engineering, neutralizing the potential for popular resistance
and facilitating the implementation of genocidal policies in 1932—1933.

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LEISURE PRACTICES OF URBAN YOUTH IN STANISLAVIV
THROUGH THE PRISM OF OREST KORCHAK-HORODYSKYI’'S MEMOIRS

Abstract. Purpose. The study aims to reconstruct leisure practices of urban youth in Stanislaviv (today Ivano-Frankivsk)
during the interwar years through the memoirs of Orest Korchak-Horodyskyi. These recollections provide insights into
cultural and social dynamics that shaped the upbringing and social integration of young people in Galicia. The research
seeks to demonstrate how collective events, sports, informal gatherings, and personal hobbies contributed to identity
formation and participation in the urban community. The methodological foundation is based on the application of
general scientific principles of historicism, comprehensiveness, and objectivity, which ensure a holistic and unbiased
reconstruction of the processes under study. The use of general scientific methods such as analysis, synthesis, comparison,
and generalization is complemented by specific methods of historical research — source analysis, historical-typological
and comparative approaches, which provide a high level of reliability and scholarly validity. Scientific novelty. This work
offers the first systematic analysis of Korchak-Horodyskyi's testimonies concerning youth leisure in Stanislaviv, thereby
enriching knowledge of the city's cultural life in the 1920s-1930s. The novelty lies in highlighting the educational dimension
of cultural events such as Shevchenko concerts and St. Nicholas evenings, which combined artistic expression with civic
themes. The study also emphasizes the significance of physical culture and sports as instruments of patriotic education. By
employing memoirs in this way, the research integrates the local experience of Stanislaviv into broader studies of Galician
youth culture and everyday history. Conclusions. The memoirs reveal that leisure among Stanislaviv s youth was multifaceted.:
it entertained, educated, and fostered socialization. Collective activities opened access to art and nurtured community
spirit, sports cultivated discipline and resilience, while individual hobbies stimulated intellectual curiosity and self-expression.
Leisure thus became a key factor in cultural development and reflected the specificity of the Galician urban environment in
the interwar era.

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HIPPIES IN UKRAINE IN THE 1960s-1980s AS A MANIFESTATION OF DISTINCT IDENTITY
(A Case Study of the Lviv Youth Milieu)

Abstract. The aim of the article is to conceptualise the identification practices and forms of self-identification
among representatives of youth hippie communities in the Ukrainian SSR during the 1960s—1980s within the triangle of
interaction between Ukrainian, Soviet (communist), and global (Western, cosmopolitan) identities and their associated
cultural codes. Special attention is paid to the hippie milieu of Lviv as a unique space of cultural mutual influence and the
synthesis of a distinctive combined identity. The author reveals the historical and cultural factors that influenced the
formation of the identity of representatives of the city s informal communities, and deepens scientific knowledge regarding
the factors affecting the self-identification and cultural life of the youth in the Ukrainian SSR in the 1960s—1980s. The
scientific novelty of the work lies in the comprehensive analysis of the hybrid identity of hippie communities in the Ukrainian
SSR through the prism of the interaction of its various dimensions. For the first time, an attempt has been made to
systematically interpret Lviv hippies as bearers of a complex identity that emerged at the intersection of transnational
cultural influences and the local socio-cultural context. An interpretation of hippie cultural practices as an independent
space for constructing identity, rather than merely subcultural or protest phenomena, is proposed. Conclusions. The identity
of young representatives of the hippie subculture in the Ukrainian SSR, particularly the hippie communities of Lviv, was
neither monolithic nor one-dimensional. It constituted a complex, truly hybrid social construct. The undertaken research
allows this identity to be viewed as the result of the mutual influence of several factors: the global countercultural
metanarrative; the forced functioning within the Soviet totalitarian system, which prompted young people towards internal
emigration and the search for alternatives; and the noticeable impact of the Ukrainian cultural field, which imparted
specific national features to the local communities of a subculture that was cosmopolitan by nature.

THE HUNGARIAN AUTHORITIES’ REPRESSIVE POLICY TOWARDS
COMMUNISTS AND SOVIET SYMPATHISERS IN TRANSCARPATHIA (1939-1941)

Abstract. Purpose. The aim of this article is to analyze the characteristics of the repressive policies pursued by the
Hungarian authorities against the communist underground and individuals with pro-Soviet sympathies in the Transcarpathian
region between 1939 and 1941. The article examines the preconditions for the formation of this policy, determined by the
region s geopolitical position as a border zone with the USSR and by the ideological stance of the Hungarian political
regime, which had taken shape as early as the interwar period. The transformation of the communist movement following
the establishment of the Hungarian administration is analyzed, which manifested itself in a shift to clandestine activity, the
re-establishment of underground cells, and the creation of links with Soviet intelligence services. The main areas of
underground activity are highlighted, in particular propaganda work, the distribution of illegal press, the organization of
intelligence groups, and the collection of military and strategic information. Particular attention is paid to the analysis of
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pro-Soviet sentiments among the population, which manifested themselves in support for the communist movement, the
dissemination of pro-Soviet symbols, and defections to the territory of the USSR. It is shown that these phenomena were
driven by both ideological and socio-economic factors. Based on an analysis of the source material, the scale of arrests,
criminal prosecutions, and the dismantling of underground organizations has been established, and measures to strengthen
border controls have been described. The scientific novelty of the study lies in substantiating the thesis of a direct link
between the intensification of repressive measures and the expansion of intelligence and sabotage activities by the communist
underground in conditions of military and political instability. Conclusions. At the same time, it has been demonstrated
that the repressive policy of the Hungarian authorities was not of a totalitarian nature.: persecution was applied primarily
to active participants in underground activities, whilst individuals with a communist past were often placed under
administrative supervision. It is concluded that Hungary s repressive practices in Transcarpathia were selective and
situational, largely dependent on the foreign policy climate, the level of underground activity, and the dynamics of Hungarian-
Soviet relations, serving as an instrument to ensure state security in the border region.

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TURKEY - EU: THE EVOLUTION OF RELATIONS FROM
THE ANKARA AGREEMENT TO THE CUSTOMS UNION

Abstract. The purpose of the article is aimed at a systematic study of the evolution of the partnership between Turkey
and the EU - from the establishment of the foundations of the Association to its full implementation. The paper reveals the
instruments for implementing the Ankara Agreement of 1963 and the Additional Protocol of 1970, and also analyzes the
strategic significance of the transition to the final stage of integration, which ended with the creation of a common Customs
Union in 1995. The key role of the Ankara Agreement as an institutional foundation that laid the strategic vector of Turkey s
integration into the European economic space is determined. Scientific novelty: the study examines in detail for the first
time the connection between the preferential trade conditions of the 1960s and the creation of the Customs Union in 1995.
The author proves that trade advantages helped Turkey prepare for open competition with Europe. It is substantiated that
the phased path prescribed in the Ankara Agreement has become a unique way of gradually transferring European laws and
regulations into the legal system of Turkey. Special attention is paid to the Additional Protocol of 1970, which is defined as
a “road map” for the gradual elimination of trade barriers and the implementation of the principles of free movement of
goods, capital and labor. It is established that the creation of the Customs Union was the culmination of thirty years of
legal harmonization. Conclusions. As a result, it is stated that the creation of the Customs Union was the natural culmination
of a thirty-year preparatory process. It is proven that Decision No. 1/95 of the Association Council ensured an unprecedented
level of integration of the Turkish industrial sector into the EU single market without the country’s formal accession to the
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Union. It is summarized that the success of this process depended on the readiness of the national economy to synchronize
with European standards. The institutional framework that has been established has transformed Turkey from an agricultural
exporter to one of the Community s leading industrial partners.

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UKRAINIAN-SLOVAK RELATIONS IN 2022-2025:
BETWEEN STRATEGIC BALANCING AND REGIONAL COOPERATION

Abstract. The aim of this article is to examine Ukrainian-Slovak relations in 2022-2025 in the context of the shift in
the political course of the central government of the Slovak Republic and the intensification of cross-border cooperation
between border regions. The research methodology is based on the principles of historicism, objectivity, and systematicity,
combining general scientific and specialized methods (historical-comparative, chronological, and functional). This approach
enabled the author to objectively analyze Ukrainian—Slovak relations during the specified period, taking into account the
impact of the change in the political course of the Slovak government under R. Fico, as well as the activity of cross-border
cooperation between Zakarpattia Oblast and the Komice and Premwov self-governing regions. The scientific novelty lies in
a comprehensive analysis of Ukrainian—Slovak relations, which made it possible to trace the interconnection between the
state and regional levels of cooperation between Ukraine and the Slovak Republic under the crisis conditions of the full-
scale Russian—Ukrainian war. The mechanisms that enabled regional cooperation to compensate for the restrained political
position of the Slovak government under R. Fico towards Ukraine in 2023-2025 and to ensure the implementation of
humanitarian initiatives have been identified. Conclusions. Ukrainian-Slovak relations in 2022-2025 were influenced by
the change of government in the Slovak Republic and the emergence of a policy of strategic balancing towards Ukraine. At
the same time, regional cooperation between Ukraine and Slovakia remained at a high level, underscoring the importance
of cross-border cooperation for the resilience of interstate relations in times of crisis.
